2. Which compass directions will you be going e.g. North, South, East, West

3. What coastal features you will want to include (Hint: you could use those found in Step 1)

4. What other features shown on the map could you include as landmarks to help find your way.

· To help describe your route and explain your chosen coastal features, click back onto the MAIN PAGE showing the map.
