· Using your atlas (or Haiti 3) mark the following onto a blank map of the Caribbean: Haiti, Dominican Republic, Jamaica, Cuba, Central America and South America.

· Stick your map onto a double page in your book. 

· Give your map a title. 

· Using Haiti Map 2 – add plate boundaries to your map, as well as the names of the tectonic plates involved.

· Using Haiti Map 1 – mark the epicentre on your map (the circles)

What are earthquakes?

· Write a short paragraph to explain what an earthquake is and what causes it. Make sure to name the two plates that are causing earthquakes in Haiti, and say what they are doing to cause earthquakes using Haiti map 1/2 (e.g. moving apart, coming together, sliding past each other). 

What happened in Haiti?
· Add the time, date and magnitude of the earthquake to your map (Haiti Info)
· Pick two colours. Colour all causes on your worksheet in one colour and all effects in another colour. 

· Cut out the boxes and stick these into your book around your map (or write them out).

Who was affected?
· Write a short paragraph to describe how many people were affected and how they were affected (Haiti Info and worksheet). 

Why was the death toll so high?

· Do you think the death toll was affected by the time of day that the earthquake occurred? Explain your answer. 

· What natural characteristics of the earthquake made it so bad? [hint: think about location, epicentre, focus and magnitude]
· Haiti is a poor country. Compare its development to other countries by filling in the development table using the CIA World Factbook. 

· How does Haiti being poorly developed make the death toll worse?

· Watch the Haiti’s History video - How is Haiti’s history a contributing factor to the death toll?

· Watch the multiple Hazard video – What is a multiple hazard location? How might the fact Haiti is a multiple hazard location have impacted on the death toll positively and negatively?
